Minutes of the Regular meeting of the Mount Haley Township Board held on

September 10, 2018 at the Mount Haley Township Hall

Chairman Keenan called meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Breasbois, Keenan, Dougherty, Jardis and Fleming.   Also present were Irene Oliver Peck, Dave Wassmann, Robert McClintic, Deanna McClintic, Duane Brzezinski, Jason Hanneth, Ken Brown, Jerry Nielsen, Grant Rames and Gaye Terwillegar.
Motion by Fleming, Supported by Jardis to amend the minutes from August13th striking the paragraph “Leonard reported that the CD has matured on Aug 10th, we have until August 20th to either re-new or move it.  Isabella Bank rate is .995%, Chemical Bank rate is .5%, and Co-America Bank rate is 1.95%.  Motion by Breasbois supported by Fleming to move the CD from Isabella Bank to Co-America Bank”, and motion passed.
Planning Commission – They gave a couple copies of a Draft of the Wind Ordinance to review.  Their next step is to send this to a Lawyer recommended by MTA at a cost of $1,500.  They said this could take about a week to complete, Rich needs to sign a form for this to be completed, and the companies name is Fahey, Schultz, Burzych, and Rhodes. 
Motion by Jardis Supported by Fleming to use Fahey, Schultz, Burzych, and Rhodes Lawyer Firm to review the Wind Ordinance - motion passed.

They also ask if we could put a moratorium on Residential Wind and Solar until January 2020 so they could complete the existing Wind Ordinance and take a little break before starting this ordinance.

Motion by Fleming, supported by Breasbois to put a moratorium on Residential Wind and Solar until January 2020.

Gaye – Reported that the Pincrest Barn has been Resolved.  There will be a millage proposal on the November ballot for 5 resource offices to be put into our schools, 2 will be in the middle school in Midland City the other 3 will go to the 3 county high schools.  She said trying to get something done to get Recycling in place at our parks.

Jerry – Reported the place at 2576 Five Mile Road they are moving the car and working on cleaning it up.

A question was asked about sand being hauled out at 2 locations and Jerry was going to look into this.
Lavern Wyse – not present but talked to Rich and reported he gave out a permit to put up a Pole Barn but the people can’t live in this pole barn while they are building their house.
Grant – stated he is working on a Land Division on Badour Road taking a 3 parcel split and putting this into 1 parcel.  Osmond protested his taxes so Grant is looking in this issue.

Deanna as if a new flag could be put up at the Hall the one currently up needs to be replaced.  Rich said he would look into this.

Ms. Garner was complaining about the Jam Store looking terrible but we don’t have a blight ordinance.
It was reported that a house on 5 Mile looks bad and the Haley house on Tittabawassee is looking bad.

It was reported that the Department of Treasurery Amar Inspection on Assessor has been taken care of.

Drain Commission – sent a letter about drains in Mt Haley but Rich doesn’t think this will be much of an effect in our township.

It has been reported that Brush Spraying has been stopped.

Road Commission meeting cash state spending that is not rolling over will go to cleaning road ditches.

Rich gave Josh Haggen permission to hunt on the Township property on Freeland Road.

We need to change the way the gate swings at the dump so it swings into the dump. Also Rich is going to contract Bob Beougher to have him push back the brush on the dump.
Talked about the Midland County Resolution Opposing the Legalization of Recreational Marijuana that will be on the ballot in November.  We decided to sign the resolution.
